Accelerated, disorderly and spontaneous growth in urban centers;

Weak implementation of spatial planning instruments, where they exist and
systematic non-compliance or violation of the recommendations of spatial
planning instruments;

Weak supervision/oversight of actions on the ground as well as coordination
between the various actors in the land allocation process;

Slowness in recruiting (or even luck) specialized staff to fill the urbanization
sectors and in responding to the demand for housing spaces.

Location of housing in inappropriate areas, subject to erosion and flooding;

Implementation of economic enterprises in unplanned areas;
